He was born in Lebanon in

1967 and moved to London

when he was 2 years old.

SF Said is a passionate

advocate for reading and

libraries.

He has judged several

prestigious UK book

awards, like the Guardian

Children's Fiction Prize.

He has also written

articles about children's

and young adult fiction for

newspapers like The
Guardian.
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Varjak Paw: This was SF Said's first

book, published in 2003. It won the

Nestlé Smarties Book Prize and has

been translated into 14 languages.

The book is about a Mesopotamian

Blue cat who leaves his home and

learns the "Seven Skills of the Way"

to fight a dangerous enemy. It has

also been adapted as a play and an

opera.
The Outlaw Varjak Paw: The sequel

to Varjak Paw, published in 2005,

won the BBC's Blue Peter Book of

the Year Award.
Phoenix: An epic space adventure

for readers aged 9 and up,

published in 2013.
Tyger: His fourth novel, published in

2022, won the Foyles Children's

Book of the Year Award.
