To aid children to acquire and develop a 
knowledge and understanding of the Catholic 
faith. 
To see our mission (Love, Learn, Grow) 
embedded across the RE curriculum. 
 

To enable pupils to relate the knowledge gained 
through Religious Education to their 
understanding of other subjects in the 
curriculum. 
Children will deepen their religious and 
theological understanding and are able to 
communicate this effectively. 
 

To promote each child’s intrinsic capacity for 
wonder, awe, reverence and spirituality.  
The RE curriculum will lead children to aspire to 
be more through the learning of their 
responsibilities, with the experiences of church, 
Catholic and Christian traditions.  
 

Children to reflect spiritually, and think ethically 
and theologically, and who are aware of the 
demands of religious commitment in everyday 
life.  
To raise pupils' awareness of the faith and 
traditions of other religious communities in order 
to respect and understand them.  
 

Lessons will be a place where children feel like 
they belong to the school community, where 
everyone one is respected for their beliefs, but 
where ultimately, all achieve.  

 

 

Teachers create a learning environment where children have 
a positive attitude allowing them to be motivated learners.  
 

The To Know You More Clearly Directory allows scaffolding 
for lessons which promote high quality learning experiences 
where all children are engaged and challenged. 
 

Lessons are carefully planned to ensure interesting hooks are 
provided so pupils are curious and retain knowledge.  
 

Writing within RE is a priority, teachers provide children with 
lessons which enable them to write in different genres whilst 
high-quality resources support and encourage children to 
achieve high standards.  
 

Within the academic year, children learn about other world 
religions. This allows pupils to continue their exposure to the 
broad curriculum and provide opportunities to meet and visit 
people, further developing their respect for others.  
 

Low floor high ceiling assessment tasks are used to regularly 
identify gaps in learning and for teachers to identify those 
pupils who are working at greater depth. These tasks 
influence the continual assessment completed on Insight.  
 

Catholic life is reflected in all lessons where children feel safe 
to discuss their ideas and our Catholic teachings are evident 
throughout the school in children's behaviour.   

 

Children will gain the appropriate age-related 
objectives in RE, through this progression they will 
have clarity between their faith and their life. 

Their religious vocabulary will have been expanded 
allowing them to orally share their rich knowledge and 
understanding of the subject.  

Regular and robust monitoring provides high 
expectations in all year groups resulting in outstanding 
outcomes.  

Within the STCAT networking, moderation of planning, 
lessons and books ensures progression is made across 
all year groups.  

All pupils are provided with opportunity to contribute 
to collective worship, those with roles (Faith Leaders) 
are equipped with the skills to lead and support their 
peers.  

Precise assessment will ensure children strive to do 
their best and all pupils will achieve their maximum 
potential.  

Children will enjoy their Religious Education and this 
will contribute to their love of the whole curriculum.  

The Religious Education curriculum shapes who 
children will become in their future in the wider 
world.

Advent Creation and Covenant  
 
EYFS 
God made a wonderful world and what God creates is good.  
 
Year 1 
God’s love and care for humanity is experienced through the 
beauty and order of Creation. 
 
Year 2 
The Sacrament of Baptism is when a person becomes part of  
the Christian family and promises to love God.  
 
Year 3 
All human beings are made in God’s image and all people have 
dignity and are created equal.  
 
Year 4  
God’s covenant with Abraham is the foundation of the faith of 
the people of the Old and New Testaments. 
 
Year 5  
A covenant is a binding agreement between God and human 
beings, which makes them his people.  
 
Year 6 
In Jesus, God restored humanity’s relationship with him.  
 
 

Prophecy and Promise 
 
EYFS 
Mary was chosen by God to give birth to his son.  
 
Year 1 
Because God loves us, he gave us his only Son Jesus.  
 
Year 2 
That prophets and prophetesses communicate God’s message 
inspired by the Holy Spirit.  
 
Year 3 
Jesus’ birth was foretold by the prophets.  
 
Year 4  
Advent is a time of preparation for Jesus’ incarnation at 
Christmas and for the second coming as King of the Universe.  
 
Year 5  
For Christians, Jesus fulfils the promises made to David.  
 
Year 6  
The women of the Old Testament are true protagonists of 
salvation history.  



 

Lent From Galilee to Jerusalem 
 
EYFS 
Jesus is God’s son and came for everyone.  
  
Year 1  
Jesus grows up and reveals the love of the Father to us. 
  
Year 2 
Jesus teaches that God loves and forgives and that being sorry 
helps us to change and become better people.  
 
Year 3 
The kingdom of God begins in all those who open their hearts to 
God’s love.  
 
Year 4  
Jesus is fully God and fully human. We call this belief the 
incarnation.  
 
Year 5  
The Beatitudes describe how faithful Christians should aim to 
live their lives.  
 
Year 6 
The purpose of sacraments is to help people grow more like 
Jesus, and through him become children of God.  
 

From Desert to Garden 
 
EYFS 
Easter is a celebration that Jesus is with us still.  
 
Year 1  
That Lent is a special time for praying, fasting, and helping others 
as Jesus taught us to do.  
 
Year 2 
That Lent is a time of preparing our hearts and minds for Easter 
through reconciliation and forgiveness.  
 
Year 3 
The Eucharist is a sacrament in which Jesus offers his life for the 
salvation of the world.  
 
Year 4  
Lent is a time for Christians to make a new start by loving God 
with their whole heart and expressing this love through good 
works.  
 
Year 5  
Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of the season of Lent and is 
the first of the forty days of Lent leading up to Easter.  
 
Year 6  
Jesus showed his love by dying on the cross. On the cross he took 
on the guilt and pain of the whole world to bring the world back 
home to God’s perfect love.

The Good News of Jesus lived out by the early Christian 
community. 
 

Year 1 
The mission of the Church begins at Pentecost.  
  
Year 2 
God is love. Love is God’s first gift poured into our hearts by the 
Holy Spirit.  
 
Year 3 
At Mass, what we eat looks like bread, but it is Jesus who comes, 
the living God. The bread is the Body of Christ.  
 
Year 4  
The work of the Church is to continue the ministry of Jesus and 
build the Kingdom of God.  
 
Year 5  
The effects of confirmation are an increase in the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit, a closer bond with Jesus and the Church and a desire 
to spread the Gospel.  
 
Year 6 
The Resurrection is the work of the Holy Trinity.  
 

Dialogue and Encounter 
 
EYFS 
Friends of Jesus. 
 
Year 1 
The Church is the community of all those who belong to Christ.  
Jewish belief is in one God and the Torah is a special text. 
 
Year 2 
Christians come together to support the local community.  
Most Jewish religious words are in Hebrew (the original language 
of the Torah and other sacred Jewish/Christian texts).  
 
Year 3 
For Christians, the Eucharist is linked with the Jewish celebration 
of Passover  
 
Year 4  
Christians work together for the common good.  
The five pillars of Islam.  
 
Year 5  
The Old Testament is important for Christians because it speaks 
of God’s covenant with Abraham. 
That the Shema prayer is the basic creed of Judaism.  
 
Year 6 
That Catholics should work to promote ‘unity and love’.
